  The recession caused Illinois 

and 20 state workforce agencies to 

have federal loan balances at the 

start of 2010 and 2011, triggering a 

credit reduction in the federal unem-

ployment tax for 2011 that is payable 

in January 2012. Earlier this year, 

legislation to avoid the need for con-

tinued reliance on federal loans 

passed the Illinois House 114-0 and 

the Illinois Senate 53-1. The bi-

partisan support was earned after 

months of negotiation with lawmak-

ers and leaders with the business 

and labor communities. Had the 

agreement not been reached, 2012 

taxes for many employers would 

have been higher.

 On December 15, 2011, your 

2012 Annual Contribution Rate De-

rate on the bonds is anticipated to 

be lower than the federal interest 

rate.
